2010), 

applies to the specific facts in this case.  If so, why; if not, 

why not?   

2)  Should this court certify the question to the Louisiana Supreme 

Court.  Please fully explain.   

3)  Given that throughout these proceedings, the parties have never 

raised the Professional Rescuer's Doctrine, and assuming that the 

doctrine applies to the facts of this case, whether the court 

should apply the doctrine to dismiss this case at this juncture of 

the proceedings.
